Total of six companies have voted, two remaining.

Karen and Dennis thanked Johny for his excellent work on SystemVerilog  both at IEEE and Accellera.  The whole Working Group warmly thanked Johny for his service.
5. Karen reported on the issues resolved and voted on by the champions.  Five were not unanimous

1. 1045 one abstain due to lack of familiarity

2. 1123 one abstain due to lack of familiarity

3. 1298  close as dupe
4. 1308  have a proposal, steve sharp abstained wants clarification, Shalom abstained
5. 1416 one abstention due to lack of time

All the rest were unan both by committees and champions.

WG unanimously approved all the issues as recommended by the champions.  (Spread sheet enclosed)
Karen commented that there is a need for increased communication between the different sub-committees since many issues crossed these boundaries.  
Karen asked for clarification on directions the committees have been taking and whether there is a need for a change.  Johny commented that if things are working well we do not need any change.  This can be re-examined after the election process.

The chair of AC Ed Cherney wants to find a replacement.  He is looking for a replacement.  We need to follow up and make sure the process is going moving ahead.
6. Funding and LRM Update 

Dennis gave an update on the process for funding the technical editing of the LRM merger.  Dennis will send a spread sheet with the proposal by Monday September 25.  
Sun, Intel, Cadence, Mentor, Accellera, and Synopsys said they  will continue to as members and will continue funding at same level as before.  Freescale may join.  IBM is not certain. 

Summary from Johny

PAR has been approved, elections will be concluded by Tuesday - so we should move forward.
1. Check with Lynn make sure we have the bids from editing - AI Johny

2. Which editor to pick

3. Which services we should get from IEEE

4. How much funding we will get.  Estimate is 6 companies times $7k = $43/year would give $86k for two year period of the contract.  
Suggestion - Get three bids from each technical editor candidate – one for each piece (the merge and all the rest) and one for combined.

7. AMS  There is a need to more closely coordinate with the Verilog AMS group.  Suggestion is to have the chair of that group join P1800.   
AI: Karen to talk to Sri (AMS chair) to discuss scope of project and a proposed organization.  Will report back to WG at next meeting.
8. Interoperability  There is a need to standardize the interfaces to other languages such as SystemC, VHDL.    

AI: Karen will report  back on a suggested scope and organization to deal with the language interoperability issue
9. Next meeting November 9 at 8-10 am PDT 

10. Charles Dawson asked for clarification on voting at a proposed face to face.  The face to face meeting counts for voting rights but the chair should make an effort to accommodate the interests of people in different time zones.
